Holy Family School Uniform

There will be an optional girl’s  slack to be worn as part of the winter uniform.  It is a khaki mid-rise slack that must be purchased from Flynn and O’Hara.  This is to assure that  it is not the typical low-rise style that many students favor as part of an at-home wardrobe.

The boy’s pants will also be changed to khaki; however, there will be two year grace period for the change to take effect.  The gray slacks may be worn through the 2008-2009 school year.  If you need to purchase new slacks, you must purchase the khaki color from Flynn and O’Hara.  Boys may wear khaki, black or brown socks.  

Both the boy and girl optional summer short will be changed from gray to khaki; however, there will be a two year grace period for the change to take effect.  In other words, the gray shorts may be worn through the 2008-2009 school year.  If you need to purchase new shorts, you must purchase the khaki color from Flynn and O’Hara.

For the girls in Grades 5-8, the kilt will be changed to a khaki skort (combination of a skirt-shorts).  This should eliminate the problem of rolling the skirt and the use of shorts under the kilt.  All girls entering grade 5 must purchase the new uniform.  Girls in Grades 6-8 will be permitted to wear the kilt for a two year grace period with consideration given in the third year as well.  However, rolling up of the uniforms and shorts that can be seen under the kilt are not allowed.  There is no uniform change for girls in grades K-3.

All of the above uniforms must be purchased from Flynn and O’Hara.  We will be tightening up our uniform policy so as to assure uniformity of color and style.

In addition, a maroon zipped hoodie will be available for purchase through Holy Family School and will take the place of the optional sweater.
